It is possible to participate in the Disney College Program and 

· be enrolled (earn academic credit) at AppState while at Disney (a study away)

· or to choose not be enrolled (not earn academic credit) at AppState while at Disney (a leave of absence) 
Here are considerations to help you in your decision to be enrolled or not:
1) Decide if you want or need to earn academic credit while you are at Disney: 
· With the help of your Academic Advisor, examine how a reduced course load might alter your graduation date. 
· Consider course sequencing and requirements of your major with your Academic Advisor.
· Speak to your Financial Aid Counselor to learn the impact a reduced credit load will have on your financial aid package; consult with those responsible for awarding/managing your scholarships to learn how a reduced academic load could impact your financial awards.
· Look at on-line course options from AppState.
· Consider taking RM 3910, a 3 or 6 credit hour practicum open to all majors providing a guided practical for the employment experience with Disney.
2) Explore the option of working at Disney without earning academic credit:

· Speak to your Financial Aid Counselor about how a semester off would impact your financial aid package; remember to consult with those responsible for awarding/managing your scholarships.
· With the help of your Academic Advisor, assess how a semester off would change your graduation date. 
· Consider course sequencing and requirements of your major with your Academic Advisor.
· Speak to your medical insurance carrier/agent to see if taking a semester off from taking classes would negatively impact your coverage or the cost of your coverage.

Remember it is your responsibility to check on the impact a change to your status as a full-time student at AppState will have on your individual financial and academic situation. Pay attention to the details and take care of the requirements BEFORE you leave for the Disney College Program.

· First semester transfer students may not participate in the Disney College Program.

· Second semester Freshmen may not participate in the Disney College Program. 
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Check List - Earning Academic Credit 
while participating in the Disney College Program

Follow these steps if you ARE earning academic credit (are enrolled) at Appalachian State while participating in the Disney College Program.
Before you leave for Disney:

See your Academic Advisor. Work out the details to your academic credit. Follow your Academic Advisor’s instructions completely. Seek their help in determining what you need to enroll in for the semester you return to AppState. 
Consult with your Financial Aid Counselor. Find out how your participation in the Disney College Program will impact your financial aid package. Identify the deadlines to apply for financial aid the following semester.  
Contact AppState Housing. Notify Housing right away if you have a contract with Housing for the semester in which you will be away with Disney. They can be reached at 828-262-2160 and their office is located in Housing & Residence Life, 3rd floor, John Thomas Building.
Remember to enroll! 
· If you intend to take an on-line course, speak with the professor before you leave for Disney. Let them know you will be in Orlando or Anaheim. 
· If you intend to enroll in RM 3910, speak with Les Miller. To arrange an appointment, e-mail your availability to Les at millerlc1@appstate.edu. Les can be reached at 828-262-2879.
Forward your mail. Complete a mail transfer form at a US Post Office (you may do this at the AppState Post Office) if you receive mail on campus.  
While you are at Disney:
Complete all your assignments and complete your obligations for your AppState credit hours on time. 
Be aware of pre-registration windows. Enroll in classes for your return to campus.

Be aware of financial aid application deadlines.
Check your AppState e-mail account regularly.  Your AppState e-mail account will remain active. If you experience trouble with AppState e-mail, direct your questions to the Technical Support Team members at 828-262-6266.
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Check List - Not Earning Academic Credit 
while participating in the Disney College Program
Complete these steps if you ARE NOT earning academic credit (taking a leave of absence) at Appalachian State while participating in the Disney College Program. 
Contact your Academic Advisor. Work out the details of your revised course of study with your leave of absence. Seek the help of your Academic Advisor in determining what you need to enroll in for the next semester. Be aware of course sequencing details and pre-requisite requirements. 
Consult with your Financial Aid Counselor. Find out how your leave of absence will impact your financial aid package. Identify the deadlines to apply for financial aid for the following semester. Be aware of financial aid application deadlines while you are away at Disney.

Follow the instructions provided by our Registrar’s Office: 

Current students who find it necessary to take a leave of absence from the university for an upcoming or future semester/term and classes have NOT started should complete the Intent Not to Return form on the Registrar's Office website, https://registrar.appstate.edu/resources/policies/academic-policies/withdrawal-policy.  Once you have submitted the online form, your information is automatically forwarded to the Registrar's Office for processing and any registered classes you have for that semester/term will be dropped. Readmission is required to return.
Familiarize yourself with the Readmission process and deadlines before you leave for Disney!
Complete steps for Readmission by accessing https://registrar.appstate.edu/students/readmission. Deadlines are firm and will prevent you from returning to AppState the next semester if you have not met the deadline and have not satisfied all of the steps required for readmission.

Be aware of pre-registration windows and enroll in classes for your return to campus. You will have access to pre-registration ONLY if and when you have met your Readmission requirements!
Contact AppState Housing. Notify Housing right away if you have a contract with Housing for the semester in which you will be away with Disney. They can be reached at 828-262-2160 and their office is located in Housing & Residence Life, 3rd floor, John Thomas Building.
